We are unable to offer any refunds for the iliness of a camper that prevents
him/her from attending our program.

CGl fosters an inclusive atmosphere of mutual respect, cooperation, and courtesy
between and among all campers and camp personnel. Disruptive, disrespectful,
and discourteous behavior will not be allowed. If circumstances warrant, campers
may be removed from camp activities, or parents may be required to take their
campers home.

We have a zero tolerance policy for any sort of bullying including cyber bullying. If
your child bullies another child they will be removed from camp and no refund will
be issued.

Cell phones, toys, hand-held games, and other electronic devices are not permitted
at camp. If they are brought to camp, they will need to be deposited in the camp
office during camp hours. We cannot be responsible for any lost or stolen items.
Please make certain that you have informed and instructed your camper on these
policies.

Water Days are Wednesdays

Campers will receive one t-shirt on their first day at camp. Every camper and
staff member is required to wear their Camp t-shirt on Tuesdays and Thursdays.
The shirts will have the CGI Summer Camp logo on them and our phone number.
Additional t-shirts can be purchased for $15.

Please send a dairy or vegetarian lunch and 2 snacks daily for your child. We
do not allow meat from home at camp (for Kosher reasons). Please feel free
to talk to us if this is an issue. Just in case you have not specified on the
registration, please let us know if your child is allergic to anything.

Please send a water bottle daily with your child. Water bottles can be refilled
at the camp water fountains throughout the day.

At CGl, we want to help your child celebrate
their birthday with their friends at camp. If your child will be celebrating their
birthday during camp, please contact Mushky to arrange the details.

When the camp day just isn't enough! Our dedicated staff are available
Monday and Wednesday evenings for visiting their campers at home to enjoy
a small activity or playtime.
